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1.
Maintenance of Vehicle
The vehicle and all its fittings and equipment shall at all times when the vehicle is in use or available for hire to be kept in an efficient, safe, tidy and clean condition and all relevant statutory requirements (including in particular   those contained in Motor Vehicles (Construction and Use) Regulations) shall be fully complied with.

2.
Alteration of Vehicle

No material alteration or change in the specification, design, condition or appearance of the vehicle shall be made without the approval of the Council at any time while the licence is in force.

3.
Safety Equipment
There shall be provided and maintained in the vehicle at all times when it is in use or available for hire a suitable and efficient fire extinguisher and a suitable first aid kit containing appropriate first aid dressings and appliances, such equipment to be carried in such a position in the vehicle as to be readily visible and available for immediate use in an emergency. 

4.
Identification Plates

The proprietor shall cause the identification plates issued by the Council showing the number of the licence and the number of passengers for which the vehicle is licensed to be securely affixed to the rear of the vehicle in a conspicuous position and in such a manner as to be easily removable by an authorised officer of the Council or a Constable.

5.
Deposit on issue of Plates

The identification plates shall remain the property of the Council and a deposit shall be paid on the issue of such plates to be forfeited if the plates are lost or so damaged or defaced that they have to be replaced.

6.
Interior Markings
The proprietor shall cause to be clearly marked and maintained inside the vehicle in such a position as to be visible at all times to persons conveyed therein the number of this licence.
7.
Colour
There are no restrictions on the colour of hackney carriages.
8.
Taximeters
Hackney carriages should be fitted with a taximeter that complies with the requirements of the hackney carriage bye-laws in all respects.

9.
Signs, Notices etc.
a) An illuminated signs must be fitted to or above the Hackney Carriage with the words “TAXI”  or “FOR HIRE” showing to the front and the words “TAXI No………”  showing to the rear.  At each end of the sign shall be the words  “…..............SEATS”  (see below)
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Colours to be BLACK  letters on YELLOW background except that the rearward face of the sign is to be BLACK  letters on a RED  background, to conform with the Road Vehicle (Lighting) Regulations 1984.  Letters are to be a maximum 4 inches high and of proportionate width.
The roof sign must only be illuminated when the vehicle is unhired and plying for hire.  
b) Advertising posters etc., may be affixed to the bodywork of the vehicle only, provided that such advertising does not obscure any badges, plates, signs etc., that the Council may require to be displayed.

10. Radio Transmitters/Receivers
All radio equipment fitted to the vehicle must be well maintained and appropriately licensed.

11. Convictions
The proprietor shall within seven days disclose to the Council in writing details of any conviction imposed on him (or, if the proprietor is a company or partnership, on any of the directors or partners) during the period of the licence.
